Monthly income of $1,679 or less for household of one, or $2,268 or less for household of two
Washington State Resident (Photo ID required)

. LOTTERY TICKETS are distributed TWO WEEKS PRIOR to FOOD VOUCHERS being
distributed:

May 25, 2011, 12:00 p.m. — 4:00 p.m. at the Following DRIVE-THRU Distribution Sites:
